@ A brief Club history ...
The original suggestion for a social club for older motorcyclists was put forward in a letter by Stephen
Dearnley published in the August 1983 issue of Bike Australia. (This was originally for members 50 years
and older, but was later changed to include junior members of 40 years and older). This drew two significant
responses: one from Rob Hall, a reader at Albion Park NSW, who suggested the present name and motto
for the club and the other from Peter Thoeming, then the editor of Bike Australia, who sketched the logo and
offered support from his magazine if Stephen could get the club off the ground. This was done at an
inaugural meeting in Sydney on 6™ December 1983 when the five people present approved a basic
constitution and the Ulysses Club was duly formed.
