Being almost a month since my last ride I was chomping at the bit to get back in the 
saddle for an outing. And with the Ron Power Roundup it would also have an 
additional reason. And so I made sure I was not working that weekend and all was set. 
 

While I knew the ride was to leave from Booval Fair I didn't know where in Booval 
Fair the bikes would be gathering, what with there being five entrances in to 
shopping center. So I called one of the numbers on the Flyer for the event. 
Unfortunately, he didn't know as Booval Fair wasn't his spot, nor did he know Who

And when I got there I discovered 
there was indeed a ride to a mystery location. Sleuthing revealed Mr Marmite 
was present and so I photographed his bike as evidence. 
 

After a time mingling with the other riders 
unnoticed, a person, whom I later identified as Mr Marmite (pictured & 
taken from secret hidden camera), called all to him.

The debate over front number plates on motorcycles has been raging for what seems like eternity. But articles published in 
major reputable newspapers in the last week report that the plan has finally - and quietly - been put to bed. 

Both The Australian and The Herald Sun have reported that the plan to mount number plates on the front of motorcycles 
has been scrapped after a study conducted by Vic Roads found that there was no satisfactory way of fixing registration 
plates to the front of a motorcycle. 
 
Victorian Roads Minister Tim Pallas was quoted as saying that “(This is) basically due to safety issues around the airflow 
and stability of motorcycles” and that “Vic Roads was unable to develop one single model that could be applied to all 
motorcycles.” 

If the plan had been launched in Victoria other Australian states were certain to implement the plan as well. 
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The study, run over 5 years at a cost to taxpayers of $420,000, was ordered by the Australian Transport Council in 
response to a request from all State Police Commissioners in 2000. The authorities have been frustrated with not being 
able to identify a motorcycle from the front, and the ability of motorcyclists to avoid being caught by speed and red light 
cameras as a result. 

The opposing argument used by the motorcycling community has always been one of safety. Front plates were removed 
from motorcycles almost 30 years ago due to injuries to riders and pedestrians and because the plates affected air flow 
and steering. Modern motorcycles are far more compact and complex, further adding to the difficulty in finding a suitable 
mounting system. So to most people in the motorcycling community the result of the study is no surprise, and based on the 
safety issues put forward scrapping the plan seems like a sensible decision. 

With the safety side of the debate now settled most motorcyclists can breathe a sigh of relief, but it would appear that the 
“victory” may be short lived for those that blatantly break the law. 

The Australian reports that the Standing Committee on Transport decided in March not to proceed with the idea of front 
number plates but handed responsibility to the Queensland government to investigate electronic methods of identifying 
motorcycles from the roadside. Dual lens speed cameras that can take front and rear pictures are also being considered. 

Some motorcycling groups have seen the push for front number plates purely as a revenue raising venture, and with 
governments and the media making statements that state governments are missing out on an estimated $2million a year 
each in revenue it’s easy to see why they would draw those conclusions. 
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The fact remains though that the same laws apply regardless of whether a person is riding a motorcycle or driving any 
other vehicle, and if you break the law you can expect to get caught and punished. Granted, we all make mistakes at 
times, but it is the riders that take advantage of their inability to be identified that are obviously of greatest concern and 
frustration to the authorities. 

With the general perception being that motorcyclists are unable to be caught by current methods and stories in the media 
of riders flaunting their immunity by deliberately speeding past cameras or even covering rear number plates to avoid 
detection, it’s no wonder that a reliable system of identifying offending motorcyclists is so eagerly sought by police and 
road safety groups. 

It’s not impossible, and only a matter of time before a suitable system is found. And as usual it’s not the majority that is 
being targeted. “While I agree that the idea of front number plates was a bad one, I think that most responsible riders will 
accept a system of identifying a motorcycle by some means that does not impact on safety, performance and, of course, 
the appearance of the motorcycle.”  (Author of Article).

I raced a Harley the other day, and after some really hard riding I finally managed to pass the guy. I was 
riding on one of those really, really, twisting sections of Mountain road with no straight sections to speak 
of and where most of the curves have warning signs that say "15 MPH". I knew if I was going to pass one 
of those monsters with those big-cubic-inch motors, it would have to be a place like this where handling 
and rider skill are more important than horsepower alone. I saw the guy up ahead as I exited one of the 
turns and knew I could catch him, but it wouldn't be easy.  
 
I concentrated on my braking and cornering. Three corners later, I was on his tail. Catching him was one 
thing; passing him would prove to be another. Two corners later, I pulled up next to him as we sailed 
down the mountain. I think he was shocked to see me next to him, as I nearly got by him before he could 
recover. Next corner, same thing. I'd manage to pull up next to him as we started to enter the corners but 
when we came out he'd get on the throttle and out power me. His horsepower was almost too much to 
overcome, but this only made me more determined than ever.  
 
My only hope was to outbrake him. I held off squeezing the lever until the last instant. I kept my nerve 
while he lost his. In an instant, I was by him. Corner after corner, I could hear the roar of his engine as he 
struggled to keep up. Three more miles to go before the road straightens out and he would pass me for 
good. But now I was in the lead, and he would no longer hold me back. I stretched out my lead and by the 
time we reached the bottom of the mountain, he was more than a full corner behind. I could no longer see 
him in my rear-view mirror.  
 
Once the road did straighten out, it seemed like it took miles before he passed me, but it was probably just 
a few hundred yards. I was no match for that kind of horsepower, but it was done. In the tightest section 
of road, where bravery and skill count for more than horsepower and deep pockets, I had passed him. 
Though it was not easy, I had won the race to the bottom of the mountain.  
 
I will always remember that moment. I don't think I've ever pedaled so hard in my life. And some of the 
credit must go to Raleigh, as well. They really make a great bicycle. I'm exhausted

Watch Out For Intersection Debris 
 
When you take to two wheels you are foregoing the stability and forgiving nature of 
four wheels in cornering and relying on a balance between friction, centripetal force 
and gravity to stay upright. Too much friction and centripetal force will give you a 
High Side. Not enough friction with centripetal force will give you a low side. 

 
And for a bike, friction with the road surface is the key. We all know this which is 
why we avoid dirt roads – not enough friction to maintain correct balance. But 
EVERY intersection has a danger spot where friction can be lost ending in a low 

side or lost and regained ending in a high side! 
 
It's usually a small area where cars do not drive, but the road debris gathers. And if you take a corner 
at the wrong line you could find yourself in the hard-to-see debris field. Hard to see because road 
gravel is the color of the road surface and you're looking ahead and through the corner not right down 
in front of the bike. 
 
Take this intersection for example (not so randomly chosen 
after I nearly went down at it).  Cars going left hug the 
corner and fling debris to the middle of the road. Cars 
turning right to head to the road that goes up, clear a small 
path through the field. Cars coming from above and turning 
so to go to the left of the image clear a path for them. This 
leaves a patch of debris roughly triangle shaped – marked in 
yellow. I was coming from the bottom right and wanted to 
turn right into the side street. There was a truck wanting to 
come out and was halfway across the lane. Which forced me 
to take the corner a tad wider and later than normal. Right 
into the debris field I couldn't see because it was night time. 
I lost traction, my foot came down by way of support, traction was somehow regained and I made the 
corner. 
 

But this is Not the only intersection that has a debris field. 
They ALL do. Only the size of the debris field and the 
amount of debris change. Look at this intersection in 
Ipswich – Corner of Moffat St and Warwick Rd. There is 
the near camera debris field (just above the light's shadow 
to the right of the manhole cover – closeup shown below), 
one in the middle of the intersection (light color on the road 
beneath the home's awning), on the left of the image two 
thirds the way up (light color with dark color on either 
side) and not so visible here but also one on the right hand 
corner as well. 

 
 
Next time you're driving by an intersection, have a look for the 
debris field. You'll quickly discover they are everywhere and they 
are NOT motorcycle friendly. Their size varies and the amount of 
debris in them varies too, but they are there. So be aware of them, 
avoid them by sticking to the well-traveled line and stay upright.
