Northern Rivers (NSW) Ulysses Group

Membership 

To become a Ulysses member one joins the Ulysses Club Inc. for a minor fee. To become a Northern Rivers Ulysses member, one comes along on a motorbike (any size and shape) with an attitude to have enjoyable rides to lovely places in the best of company! 

We extract $2 per ride per bike from everyone to raise enough cash to advertise events, purchase stationery, present a prize or two at some functions and to send Get Well cards to our members who fall victim to illness or injury! 

Safety 

On the subject of injury and in the interest of safe riding we observe the following ride practices: 

· Everyone to ride at a speed according to his or her own experience, skill and enjoyment. There is no need to keep up with the quicker riders, as you will have plenty of company amongst the steadier people who prefer to see the scenery rather than the white line disappearing at a rapid rate beneath the front wheel. 

• Overtaking of other bikes occurs neither on their left nor within their lane. 

Rides 

Northern Rivers Ulysses ride fortnightly, have a number of weekend's away and camp outs plus some other social meets where we organise our Ride Calendar three months in advance.
