JACKS MOTOGP ROADTRIP

Wednesday morning, 5am the sun is trying hard to surface as I head off to meet my riding companions, Chris & Milo. Picked Chris up at Heatherbrae & met Milo at the Wyong twin servos. The rain was starting, so time for the wet weather gear, it rained all the way to Sydney but cleared up for the rest of the trip. We took the highway to Mittagong & crossed the Barrengarry Mountains to kangaroo valley. Time for morning tea, leaving, the boys headed off in front, when much to my dismay the bike started behaving strangely, bugger flat tyre (my first on a road bike). A very slow trip over the Cambewarra Mountains & into Nowra to get it fixed. Dave Byrne Motorcycles, write it down, if you ever need service this is the place to go. They fixed the flat(new tube) in no time, offered coffee & were very friendly. Sms’ed the boys telling them what happened & were to meet. We caught up at Narooma , Milo had a flat tyre at Bateman Bay, his was a $320 fix,OUCH! At this stage, Chris is saying nothing. Just after Narooma, we took the Bermagui, Tathra turnoff. If you ever down this way on your bike, treat yourself to this road, one of the best I’ve ever been on, no traffic, good condition & bend after bend after bend. We have made up most of the lost time, so we are hoping to get to Orbost for the night. 

We made Orbost just before dusk & booked into the first pub we came to. (the boys had a thirst). It was full of bikers, a fair percentage Ulyssians (must be the cheap beds, nothing to do with alcohol). We ended up chatting to a mob from Dubbo, most knew Des, and so we reminisced a fair bit. 

Up early, we headed off to Bairnsdale, needing to get there before 9 to register for the Barry Sheene memorial ride & lap of Phillip Island. We made that easy but decide not to wait around for the ride but meet them later. We needed to find our camp for the weekend, Nyora scout camp. After a couple of  misdirections we lobbed into the camp, home for the weekend, pretty basic but we had a bed, fridge, bbq, & fire all for $5 a night. The caretaker couldn’t have been friendlier & recommended a couple of local cafes. We were about 2k of dirt road off the main road & on the way out Chris came a cropper in the bush, no major damage the main being to the ego. We’re going well 2 days 2flats & an off, bad things come in 3s lets hope that’s it. The run into San Remo was uneventful the roads were full of coppers & bikes. At San Remo it seemed that quite a few people had the same idea, about 500 bikes were waiting for the ride. It was quite a spectacle heading into the island; bikes & people were everywhere, a bit like an AGM ride. The speeds around PI were extremely slow, but it gave you a different perspective to the track.

Friday was a day off, but Chris & I decided to head into Melbourne to get some parts to repair his bike,(mirror, blinker & screen). We got the first 2 ok but had to find our way around Victoria for the rest. We were amazed that half the people we asked for directions had no idea how to get to the suburbs. Finally picking up & fitting the screen we then needed to find our way home. It was the blind leading the blind but we finally made it. The camp is next door to the Lang Lang golf club so we stopped in for a well deserved drink, Milo had been entertaining the locals & discovered that the closest thing to a schooner was a pint, so that was it for the duration, pints. 

Saturday, qualifying day, it is most probably the best day to see the riders in action, not racing each other but the clock , watching the different styles you wonder how big their balls have to be to ride like that. Absolutely incredible ( Capirossi came off on Friday at 300kph & walked away). There is about half the crowd of Sunday so you can move around the perimeter easily, checking out he lines & best vantage points.

Sunday, race day. It takes twice  as long getting into the island & the crowd is immense. The carpark is chockers, bikes everywhere. Thank god its not raining it would be a quagmire. People are everywhere, its great to see how popular this event is, a pity the media don’t think so. 

The 125s are racing 1st & they sound like an angry nest of bees, but at something like 200kph they fly. The 250s are next & Casey Stoner is on pole, he gets off to a great start but crashes early destroying his championship hopes. 

The motogp bikes are next & its time to move into position, once they start, everyone hugs the fence. The noise is absolutely incredible, you cannot describe it. It is the one of the things that makes the trip worthwhile, you can watch it easier on the TV but nothing comes close to describing the noise of these bikes in anger. Rossi, the master wins easily, but the aussie Chris vermulen has a great race in his 1st ride & comes a very credible 12th. Now comes the hard part, getting out of the place. Unless you are prepared to wait 2 or 3 hours, it’s like Sydney peak hour traffic. The ½ hour trip home takes us about 1 ½ hours but was worth it.

 Monday is an easy ride home day, the coppers are out in force & it’s not worth the risk. They even hide in the bushes with the radar & pull you over 2 ks down the road. We took the coast road to Cann River then headed up the Monaro highway to Cooma. This is another great road, big long sweepers that you can take at whatever speed you’re game, the roads are magnificent & with heaps of bikes you can play a little. We stopped a t Queanbeyan overnight, had dinner at the leagues club(highly recommended for the food) & headed off early Tuesday morning for the final leg. If you are down this way, take the Bungendore road to Goulbourn, quicker than the highway & no traffic.

We got home about midday, apart from the minor inconveniences at the start, the bikes performed flawlessly, we did 3300k, spent a small fortune on fuel, a big fortune on alcohol, bugger all on accommodation, ticket were free, had a week off work, some fantastic riding & great company. This was my 2nd year, I’ll be going next year so think ahead of coming along, it’s worth it
