 WHAT TO DO IF YOU ARE AT AN ACCIDENT SCENE. 
 
 SECURE THE SCENE      ie: make area safe, if raining triple the area needed. 
 
TAKE CHARGE       ie. Appoint a leader and have a process in order. 
 
COMMUNICATE WITH AUTHORITIES       eg. Use a GPS to advise location if available. 
  
MEDICAL ASSISTANCE . 
 
DO NOT DO ANY HARM. 
 
DON’T DO ANYTHING YOU ARE NOT COMFORTABLE WITH     ie need to have current 
knowledge and info. 
 
DUTY OF CARE.   ie.let a person with higher training take over, be suspicious of a person who acts 
abnormally, ask to see ID. 
 
HELMETS:  
IF THE RIDER HIMSELF WANTS THEIR HELMET OFF THEN GENERALLY THIS IS OK. 
 
IF THE RIDER SAYS “DON’T TOUCH ME” OR GIVES SIGNS THAT THEY DO NOT WANT TO 
BE TOUCHED THEN LEAVE THE HELMET ON. 
 
IF THE HELMET IS NOT IN THE WAY AND NOT CAUSING A PROBLEM, LEAVE IT ON. 
 
IF HELMET DOES HAVE TO BE REMOVED BE CAREFUL NOT TO BEND THE PATIENT’S 
HEAD FORWARD. 
 
BURNS  APPLY WATER IF AVAILABLE 
LEAVE CLOTHING ON IF POSSIBLE. 
 
 DEHYDRATION:   SIGNS – THIRST. 
GIVE WATER +++++ 
  
STROKE: 
 
SIGNS: DROOPING OF FACE ON ONE SIDE. 
WEAKNESS IN ARM OR LEG ON ONE SIDE. 
SPEECH SLURRED. eg cannot say “You can’t teach an old dog new tricks” 
 
CALL AN AMBULANCE, time is important get medical assistance ASAP
