Unfortunately I was on course at the time the riders would have completed 
their ride and in fact was able to greet a few on their way out as I walked 
in.

I was able to meet the lads and John Evans before the event which makes it 
even worse. 
I would like, in the short term, to make a donation to whom ever you wish in 
lieu of the food and drink not received, and to also suggest that for next 
year I will actually give the riders meal and drink vouchers BEFORE they 
ride the course, if indeed they will give the event a second chance. 
 
I should have thought of vouchers for this event but given our volunteer 
force thought we'd be OK given the lower number of tasks per person to 
remember.
